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Granada Learning and W3 Insights recently responded to the Education Select Committee’s inquiry into behaviour and discipline in schools. 
Our submission was based on the premise that pupil attitudes are strongly linked to behaviour and levels of attainment. By analysing underlying attitudes, targeted interventions can be carried out to reduce the incidence and impact of poor behaviour and discipline.
We focused on our Pupil Attitudes to Self and School (P.A.S.S.) Rating Scale, which assesses students’ attitudes towards school and towards themselves as a learner. It can identify underlying causes of poor behaviour, as well as identify pupils at risk of developing behavioural problems, enabling early evidence-based interventions. P.A.S.S. is used in both primary and secondary schools, and is also widely used by Pupil Referral Units and special schools for Moderate Learning Difficulties.
